ocean with a literacy rate of over 90%, one 

of the highest literacy rates in Asia. 

What is Mahamaya Girls’ 

C o l l e g e ?  

It is an outstanding secondary girls’ school 

in Kandy, Sri Lanka that has classes from 

grades 1-12, comprised of approximately 

5,000 students. 

W h o  a r e  u n d e r p r i v i l e g e d  

s t u d e n t s ?  

Most of the students who get the 

opportunity to enter Mahamaya at grade 6 

through the annual national countrywide 

public exam are from underprivileged 

families who live in rural areas.  

W h y d o  u n d e r p r i v i l e g e d  

s t u d e n t s  n e e d  h e l p ?  

The underprivileged families find it 

difficult to meet the financial needs of the 

students who come to city schools that are 

far from their homes. Hence, some families 

choose to take them back to the rural 

schools after some time. In cooperation 

with the school’s administration, our 

intervention is to stop them from taking 

their children back and to ensure them the 

opportunity for a better education. 

W h y d o  w e  h a v e  t o  s u p p o r t  

u n d e r p r i v i l e g e d  s t u d e n t s ?  

It is our social responsibility to reduce inequalities that 

constrain the potential in our society and give these 

students the opportunity for a better education. 

W h a t  i s  t h e  V i d y a  S c h o l a r s h i p  

T r u s t  F u n d ?  

We are in the process of setting up a trust fund in Sri 

Lanka to provide financial aid to economically-

disadvantaged students at Mahamaya Girls’ College. 

Scholarships primarily based on financial need will pay 

for educational expenses and/or boarding fees of students 

attending Mahamaya. Vidya, a Sanskrit word, means 

knowledge/wisdom.  

H o w  m u c h  i s  r a i s e d  f o r  t h e  f u n d ?  

Our goal is to establish a fund with a capital of, at least, 

$20,000 - the interest from which would go towards 

awarding around 20 scholarships per year to ensure 

continuity of the project. 

W h o  a r e  t h e  B o a r d  o f  T r u s t e e s ?   

There will be 5 trustees, appointed by MGCAANA, who 

will ensure that the deserving students are selected in a 

fair manner and take care of the investments of the 

trust. The trustees will comprise persons with relevant 

legal and financial investment knowledge in Sri Lanka. 

They will be answerable to MGCAANA.
